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2009 was a challenging year for the tourism industry in Hong Kong,
with visitor arrivals in the first half of 2009 severely impacted by the
global financial crisis that started since the third quarter of 2008, and the
outbreak of the H1N1 influenza virus in May. To minimise the impact, the
HKTB re-deployed its marketing resources and reinforced its summer
promotions in Mainland China and various other short-haul markets.
Working hand in hand with the travel trade, the HKTB promoted
extensively the wide range of tactical packages and special offers to drive
arrivals. As visitors’ concerns about the outbreak gradually subsided,
arrivals picked up and reverted to positive growth in the third quarter,
leading to a mild growth in the overall arrivals in 2009. There was also
increase in the average per capita spending of overnight visitors.

The year ended with a total of 29.59 million arrivals, a marginal rise of 0.3%
over the previous year. Of these, 16.93 million (57.2%) stayed overnight,
with the remaining 12.66 million leaving on the same day as they arrived.
Total Tourism Expenditure Associated to Inbound Tourism also rose
by 3.2% to HK$162.89 billion. However, the average hotel occupancy
dropped from 85% in 2008 to 78% in 2009. Average achieved room rate
for all hotels also declined by 16.3% to HK$1,023.

Visitor Arrivals
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In 2009, all of Hong Kong’s major market regions, except Mainland
China, which recorded growth of 6.5%, showed decreases in arrivals.
The decline ranged from down 18.2% for North Asia to down 1.7% for
South & Southeast Asia.

Mainland China (60.7% of total arrivals), Taiwan (6.8%) and Japan (4.1%)
remained the three source markets generating the most visitors. The
share of short-haul markets increased from 84.6% in 2008 to 85.7% in
2009, while the share of long-haul markets dropped to 14.3%. Table
1 shows the top five source markets of visitor arrivals to Hong Kong in
2009.

Arrivals Highlights by Major Market Area
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Mainland China continued to be the leading source of visitors to Hong
Kong in 2009, with arrivals for the year reaching 17.96 million, 6.5%
higher than in 2008. Close to 10.6 million Mainland visitors travelled to
Hong Kong under the Individual Visit Scheme (IVS), representing 59.0%
of the total Mainland arrivals and 10.1% more than in 2008.

Other short-haul market areas, however, recorded decreases in
arrivals, especially for North Asia and Taiwan (down 18.3% and 10.3%
respectively). South & Southeast Asia also noted a drop of 1.7%.

All long-haul market areas noted decline in arrivals, particularly for
Australia, New Zealand & South Pacific (down 7.2%). The Americas and
Europe, Africa & the Middle East also registered fall of 6.9% and 6.0%
respectively.

Length of Stay
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In 2009, 57.2% of all visitors stayed one night or longer, 1.5% points
lower than in 2008 (58.7%). The remaining 42.8% were classified as
“same-day in-town” visitors. Taiwan continued to provide the highest
number of same-day in-town visitors. The proportion of Taiwan visitors
who stayed overnight in Hong Kong nevertheless remained at around
30%.

During 2009, overnight visitors’ average length of stay remained at
around 3 nights. Figure 1 highlights the average length of stay for all
overnight visitors.

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Total Tourism Expenditure Associated to Inbound Tourism
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In 2009, the total Tourism Expenditure Associated to Inbound Tourism
amounted to HK$162.89 billion, up 3.2%. Between the two major
components of tourism expenditure, the Destination Consumption
Expenditure noted a rise of 6.7% to HK$124.95 billion, while Passenger
International Transportation Expenditure registered a drop of 6.8% to
HK$37.94 billion.

Total Overnight Visitor Spending
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In 2009, the total overnight visitor spending continued to grow by 3.7%,
reaching HK$97.66 billion. Mainland China and the United States
remained as the top two generators of overnight visitor spending, sharing
65.5% and 3.8% of the total respectively. Taiwan (3.2%) overtook
Japan (3.2%) as the third ranking market, while Australia took up the fifth
position (2.6%). Table 2 shows the top five source markets for overnight
visitor spending in 2009.

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Spending Highlights by Major Market Area
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In 2009, the total spending by overnight visitors from Mainland China
recorded a growth of 20.1% to HK$63.97 billion, while the per capita
spending also rose by 16.6% to HK$6,620.

All other short-haul markets registered fall in visitor spending, especially
for North Asia (down 26.6%, HK$4.60 billion). This was followed by
South & Southeast Asia (HK$9.60 billion) and Taiwan (HK$3.14 billion),
down 8.2% and 5.6% respectively.

Similarly, all long-haul market regions recorded double-digits fall in visitor
spending. The Americas suffered the most, down 23.3% to HK$5.44
billion. Australia, New Zealand & South Pacific (HK$2.88 billion) and
Europe, Africa & the Middle (HK$7.27 billion) also recorded drop of
22.5% and 22.1% respectively.

Total Same-day In-town Visitor Spending
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Total same-day in-town visitor spending continued to show a strong
growth of 24.6% in 2009, amounting to HK$22.69 billion. Out of the total
spending, 86% was contributed by Mainland China (HK$19.50 billion),
with per capita spending reaching HK$2,352. The per capita spending
for all markets also increased from HK$1,498 in 2008 to HK$1,798 in
2009, up 20.0%. The majority (88.4%) of spending by same-day in-town
visitors went on shopping.
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Overall Visitor Characteristics
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An Average Visitor In 2009, male and female visitors took up equal
share (50%), with average age of 37.

Overnight Visitor Characteristics
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An Average Overnight Visitor In 2009, the average overnight visitor to
Hong Kong was female 55%, aged 39. She was married and tended to
come to Hong Kong for vacation. She had been to Hong Kong more
than once.

Popular Tourist Attractions In 2009, Victoria Peak/ Peak Tower
remained the most popular tourist attraction, followed by Avenue of Stars
and Open-air Markets — Ladies’ Market. The following table lists the top
five tourist attractions of 2009.

At the end of 2009, there were 167 hotels and 591 tourist guesthouses
in Hong Kong. In total, there were 758 establishments providing 65,386
rooms, 5,113 more than in 2008. Hotel room occupancy rate dropped
from 85% in 2008 to 78% in 2009.

Among all categories of accommodation, High Tariff B Hotels showed the
highest occupancy rate, reaching 81% in 2009. Medium Tariff and High
Tariff A Hotels achieved 80% and 72% occupancy respectively.

Among hotels in different districts, those in Yau Ma Tei and Mong Kok
achieved the highest average occupancy rate over the year, at 84%.

The average achieved room rate among all hotels for 2009 noted a fall
of 16.3% to HK$1,023. Among different hotel category, High Tariff B
Hotels registered a significant drop of 20.0% (averaging HK$779). This
was followed by Medium Tariff Hotels (down 18.0%, averaging HK$481)
and High Tariff A Hotels (down 14.1%, averaging HK$1,808). Tourist
Guesthouses also noted a mild drop of 6.3% (averaging HK$330).
Figure 2 shows occupancy rates and achieved room rates by different
categories of accommodation in 2009.
